ment

ÆÆ Missions to initiate inter-municipal relationships 
and new development-related projects, dialogue 
between local councillors and administrators on 
issues concerning basic public services and local 
governance

ÆÆ Implementation of projects in partnership

Formal requirements for project implementa-
tion

ÆÆ Who can submit a proposal? Municipalities, munici-
pal associations or municipal enterprises.

ÆÆ Deadline: Project proposals may be submitted at 
any time, but must be submitted at least ten weeks 
before the planned project will begin. 

ÆÆ Term: up to the end of the calendar year 
ÆÆ Size of grant: between a minimum of 1,000 and 

a maximum of 50,000 euros (partial funding 
covering a maximum of 90 per cent of the eligible 
expenditure)

ÆÆ Administrative costs: a maximum of 7% of the 
total eligible expenditure

ÆÆ Project implementation: primarily by the entity 
submitting the project proposal 

ÆÆ Cooperation partners: Up to one third of the grant 
may be used to fund project implementation by 
local civil society actors.

ÆÆ Eligible expenditure: costs for accommodation, 
board and travel, services, and materials and equip-
ment related to the activities

ÆÆ Obligation to provide evidence: The use of funds 
and the achievement of objectives must be docu-
mented in a financial report, a narrative report and 
a list of vouchers, to be submitted no later than 
four weeks after the end of the funding period.
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
